About 2 hours later whan they were halfl a :ile or B0
fron vhere thaoy had ntarted but had not yet reauched the ebjective,
M gterton wan killed outright by a siell which alge killed Sorgeant
Kilmingter. Informant was & faw yarda away and saw lasterton fall
and passad his just aZterwards in tke course of the advance. He,
howevar, saw stretchor-haursrs approaching the two men. Informant
was hinmsel? wounded shortly afterwards and never heard where
Hasterton wnr buried,

On 1.9.18 the Rattalion was in action at Peronne, They hopped over
at 6 a.a, and ahout 4 an henr later, -vhile geing ferward, Kasterton
wag killed by & aHell. Informant did not see Masterton hit, but
about 9 or 10 a.n, saw him lying dead where he had fellen, informant
was vresent when Masterton was huried in a grave with 5 others in a
1ittlie village juant outasida Peronne, A cross wap put on the grave.
Two of the others buried in tHe sa®e grave were Private C.C.Howard,
36546, and Sergeent ¥.8.7. Hickey, 3550,
